· Events:  NSORRA organizes formal and informal ride events for members throughout the riding season.
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· Advocacy:  NSORRA is the coordinated voice for Nova Scotia off-highway motorcycle riders with government, media, industry and the public.  
· Discussion Forums:  An open internet forum allows the rider community to discuss issues, learn about riding opportunities, and get involved.
